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PURPOSE of the CONFERENCE

To provide a Forum where scholars of Dharma Traditions and interested members
of Dharma communities can engage in the examination of, and constructive approaches
to, contemporary issues in the study of Dharma Traditions. While there are multiple
scholarly arenas for presentation of new textual, sociological, anthropological, and
historic approaches to the study of Indian cultural and religious traditions, there are few
dedicated venues for discourse on, and the presentation of, constructive new
approaches to pedagogy, epistemology, theology, or philosophy in these systems. It is
hoped that this meeting can explore the possibility that the academic study of these
traditions is now mature enough to include and move beyond the limitations of
phenomenological methodologies in order to engage the conceptual depth and
intellectual applicability of these traditions in an inclusive forum.
